	Pre-University Programs Only: 
A. How is the program aligned with national and/or local education initiatives?
The Festival operates independently of formal education initiatives, although most of our board and Festival directors are educators.  The Festival is just one vital program of Cool Science.  Overall, we interacted with over 36,000 students in 2017, many of whom were reached through school programs working in conjunction with teachers.  Cool Science is currently in negotiation with Falcon School District D49 to deliver a significant two-year elementary school science curriculum that is congruent with local, state, and national initiatives.
B. How does it build leadership capabilities in secondary science teachers?

We have specific teacher development programs through Cool Science including School STEM Clubs in which we mentor teachers in the development and management of these clubs.  See additional details below.
C. How does this program ensure ongoing involvement and learning for educators?
We delivered 196 programs to 8,115 students in 2017 consisting of the following:
· Day of Science.  A full day of demonstrations and hands-on programs at a school involving many or all classes, each for a portion of the day.

· Mini Super Day of Science.  A Day of Science on steroids!  Multiple simultaneous rotations of Day of Science programs so that all classes participate for the entire day.

· Cool Science Clubs.  After school hands-on STEM programs, but can also take the form of training and mentoring teachers and leaders in existing clubs to present their own outreach programs.

· Science/STEM nights.  After school family events providing fun and engaging hands-on activities, as well as showcasing student projects, all designed to generate interest in Science, Technology, Engineering and Math.

· Teacher and parent training.  Teachers and parents are trained as part of an on-site activity building a potential volunteer pool. This is often done in conjunction with regular hands-on programs for students at the school, essentially providing two programs in one.

Each year we participate in Eval Fest which surveys 25 Science Festivals across the county and compares outcomes such as how successful we are reaching the underserved and economically disadvantages families, for example.
Several of our team were involved in a 6-year longitudinal research study at UCCS which verified that students who participate in informal science education such as Cool Science provides are three times more likely to declare a STEM major in college.
